CONSTITUTION AND RULES OF THE BROOMFIELD CLUB BOWLS SECTION
1. The Honorary Officers of the Section shall consist of a Chairman, Secretary, Treasurer, Match Secretary, Captain, Vice-Captain, Vet’s League Representative and Green Ranger, who, together with two additional members of the Section, shall form the Committee (Five to form a quorum at any meeting). These officers shall be elected at the Annual General Meeting of the Section and they shall be entitled to do such acts and things necessary for carrying into effect the objects of the Section. Nominations, which must be seconded, shall be made in writing fourteen days before the Annual General Meeting and shall be posted on the Club noticeboard. The Selection Committee for matches shall consist of five members (three to form a quorum) and shall include the Captain, Vice-Captain and three other members, at least one of which should not hold office within the Section and should be elected at the Annual General Meeting. In accordance with Rule 3 of The Broomfield Club, the Life President, Hon. General Secretary and Hon. Treasurer are ex-officio members of the Bowls Committee. If a vacancy occurs on any Committee, for whatever reason, then the Committee shall have the right to co-opt a member to serve until the next Annual General Meeting. 
2. The Committee shall normally meet every other month or at any other time when necessary, and shall have the power to recommend acceptance or rejection of any application or re-application for membership, for confirmation by the Executive Committee of the Club (see Rule 11 of The Broomfield Club).
3. Notice of the date of the Annual General Meeting of the Section, giving details of the agenda and proposed alterations or additions to the Rules, shall be notified by the Secretary to each member at least fourteen days before the meeting.

4. A form of re-application for membership for the coming season shall be sent to each member with notice of the Annual General Meeting. This form must be completed and returned to the Secretary by the end of November. In accordance with current guidelines the green will accommodate approximately 100 to 120 active members. However the Committee will review this position as and when required, given the style of active members at that time. Annual subscriptions shall be advised at the Annual General Meeting and will be subject to revision as necessary. Subscriptions are due by the “Official Opening Day” each year and the Officers of the Section shall have the power to stop play on the green for persistent non-payment.
5. The Constitution and Rules of the Section can only be altered at a Sectional General Meeting. Notice of proposed alterations must be lodged with the Secretary in writing, and signed by two members, by the first of October in each year.

6. An Extraordinary General Meeting of the Section shall be called within three weeks after a requisition stating its objectives, and signed by not less than twelve members, has been received by the Secretary, but the discussion shall be limited to the subjects specified in the requisition. Seven days notice of such a meeting will be given by the Secretary to all members.

7. The Rules and Conditions regulating the game of Bowls, as set out by Bowls England, shall be accepted as the playing authorities and guides of the Section, and copies of the same shall be exhibited in the clubhouse. In accordance with Bowls England rule 23, when protective mats are in use at this Club, the bowling mat will be placed at the rear of, and overlapping the protective mat by no more than 3 inches.
8. The bowling green shall be available for play every day during the season, except when the green is being attended by the green-keeper and subject to the green being fit for play. On days that matches are to be played certain rinks will be reserved until such matches are completed. Rinks for competitions other than Bowls England, L&SCBA, MCBA, MCWBA and NL&DWBA fixed dates or club entries, may not be booked if play will overrun club spoons or points competitions. Any competition or casual play is permitted if rinks are available (see noticeboard for rink booking priorities).

9. Selection of Middlesex League semi-final and final teams should depend not only on ability, but also on a member’s previous willingness to support at least four “friendly” matches during the Club’s usual bowling programme.
10. Only Bowls members and members of competing visiting clubs are allowed on the bowling green. In addition a Bowls member may, on a strictly limited number of occasions, be allowed to invite a friend who is, or has been, a member of another Bowls Club. Permission must first be obtained from the Secretary, or in his/her absence another member of the Committee. Names of all such visitors must be entered in the Visitors’ Book provided for that purpose.

11. No player shall be allowed to play unless using a mat. Everyone using the green must wear flat soled footwear. Suitable dress must be worn at all times. Full details of current accepted standards of dress are posted on the notice board and must be adhered to.

12. Should a greater number of members be in attendance and desiring to play than the green will accommodate, no friendly game shall exceed eleven ends, after which a fresh rink shall be entitled to play. In the event of a rink being incomplete, players who have already played may complete same. No friendly game other than a full rink game shall be continued to the exclusion of members waiting to play. Club matches and competitions shall have priority over other games.

13. Notices posted on the notice board will be deemed to have been given to all members. It is therefore important that members should consult it frequently for updated information.

14. The Secretary shall keep a Members’ Register and Minute Book.

15. These Rules shall be read in conjunction with those of The Broomfield Club.
